The GLLT owns 2,048 which are open to the public and appear on the map in dark green.  The light green properties are protected by conservation easement and are privately owned.  The owners reserve the right to control, permit or deny public access to their own lands.  Please respect public property rights.  Meanwhile enjoy the many offerings the GLLT provides through the efforts and generosity of its donors and cadre of volunteer stewards.

Directions 

1. Bishop Cardinal Reserve and 

2.  The Wilson Wing Moose Pond Bog Preserve (formerly The Sucker Brook Preserve) From Lovell drive north on Route 5 to the West Lovell Road on your left.  Proceed over the bridge and left at the fork onto Foxboro Road. Follow Foxboro Road (straight to the right) at the fork with New Road. Drive about one mile to Horseshoe Pond Road on your right.  Proceed down Horseshoe Pond Road for 0.8 miles to the kiosk on the right, just before the boat landing. 

3.  The Heald Bradley Pond Reserve. From Lovell drive north on Route 5 and turn right on Slab City Road and proceed a short distance over a bridge to a small parking area on your left past the launching area. 

This Reserve has three additional trailheads:

Flat Hill Parking Lot.  From Lovell drive north on Route 5 and turn right on Slab City Road. Proceed approximately 1.5 miles and turn left onto the Heald Pond Road. Travel to the end of the Heald Pond Road.  At the cul-du-sac go straight 100 feet into the parking lot.

Westways Trailhead.  Travel north on Route 5 past the Slab City Road.  The Trailhead is on the right across from the Westways Road entrance approximately ½ mile north of the intersection of Route 5 and Slab City Road.

Gallie Trailhead.  Travel north on Route 5 past the Slab City Road and the Westways trailhead. There is an old woods road on the right approximately 1.5 miles on right with parking available for two vehicles. 
4.  Back Pond Reserve The property is accessed by means of the Kezar Ridge Road which is off the Old Waterford Road.  (Kezar Ridge Road becomes the Five Kezars Road).  A small parking area is located on the right about a mile down the Five Kezars Road marked with a GLLT Trails sign. 
5.  Sucker Brook Outlet Preserve Turn left from route 5 onto West Lovell Road.  Go approximately 2 miles and turn left at Timber Bay Shores Road. Go approximately 1 mile and turn left (after pond) onto Farrington Pond Road, cross the stream and stay right on Farrington Pond Road Extension. (at the intersection with Northwest Cove Road).  Go approximately 1/2 mile and turn left to the parking lot at the GLLT trail sign.

6.  Sabra-Creeper Hill Reserve. (no developed public access) Take Route 5 south from Lovell Village and turn left onto the Shave Hill Road which turns into Harbour Road after crossing the Fryeburg Town line.  Take a left on to Union Hill Road, just after crossing the dam on the Kezar Lake Outlet.  Go ½ mile and turn right onto Kezar Lake Road.  Go 2 miles(road turns to dirt) to where the road turns hard right and you see the Creeper Hill Colony Sign.  Park on the Old County road which is just left of the sign.
7.  The Chip Stockford Reserve.  From route 5 take the West Lovell Road over the bridge and then left onto Ladies Delight Road, the first dirt road on your left.  The reserve parking lot is on your right at approximatley ½ mile and a short distance after crossing the wetland and at the top of the hill. 
8.  and 9.  No developed public access

10.  Kezar Outlet Fen—access from water only 
11. The Kezar River Reserve is across from the “Wicked Good Store”, just north of Lovell village on Route 5.  A good forest road enters the land on the right side of the Route 5 if travelling north. Look for the GLLT Trail sign at the road entrance. Proceed carefully to an open parking area in a field.
